Material Properties

1. Solid Wood

Trees will have a unique texture, scar,color and other natural marks during their growth. These elements constitute the
natural beauty of wood. After being made into furniture, there will be slight discoloration when viewed under different light
and different angles. That is because different grain minerals and light intensity affect vision, which is a normal phenome-
non.

2. Marble and Sintered Stone

The pattern of marble and sintered stone is unique to each piece. Due to the characteristics of the material, there is no guar-
antee that the pattern of each piece will be consistent with the pattern seen at the time of purchase.

Assembly Instructions

- Read these instructions carefully and keep for future reference. Refer
to parts inventory for guidance, and ensure you have all pieces before
starting.

- When assembling place all parts on a soft, clean, and flat surface

such as a carpet to prevent scratches.
- During assembly, align all screws with the corresponding TIME 1 People DIFFICULTY
pre-drilled holes first and then tighten them one by one.

Do not discard any contents until after assembly is complete to avoid accidentally discarding small parts or hard-
ware.

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Installation Steps

Step 1

Step 1: Select the location of the wall space to be
installed. Measure the distance of the product hook with a
ruler, measure the same distance on the wall (if the
product has only one hanging hole, you can skip this
step), and mark the hole position on the wall with a pen.

Step 2

Step 2: Punch holes at the marked positions with an
electric drill, the depth of which is the length of the
expanded rubber cap.

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Installation Steps
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USE &MAINTAINACE

1.Keep the furniture vacant for half a month before use, and maintain good indoor venti-
lation to eliminate the residual odor in furniture surface coating.

2.Place the objects smoothly, Heavier objects should be placed at the bottom (layer)of
the furniture to avoid the furniture from tipping over.

3.Do not push hard objects directly on the furniture to avoid scratching the surface of the
furniture.

4.Do not expose the furniture to sunlight for a long time or place the furniture close to
the heating equipment, which can cause localized discoloration and fading.

5.Please avoid long-term exposure to humid environment to prevent mildew for wooden
product.

6.Do not let items that are flammable and oxidizing touch the surface of the furniture,
which may cause chemical reactions and damage to the furniture finishing.

7.Liquid spills should be removed immediately. Using a soft clean cloth, blot the spill
gently. Avoid rubbing.

8.Screws may become loose during long-term use. If necessary, re-tighten them to
ensure stability and security.
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
