
Light Fixture Installation
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mounting strap

Fixture does not light.

1. Fixture may be wired incorrectly.
2. Worn or broken bulb.
3. Lamp socket or LED transformer
   (if applicable) may go bad.

1. Check wiring.
2. Replace bulb.
3. Replace lamp socket or 
 LED transformer (if applicable). 

1. Replace the switch.
2. Check wire connections.
3. Replace the socket.

1. Swith Contacts are bad.
2. Wire connections are loose.
3. Light bulb socket may go bad.

Light bulb flickers.

light fixture
backplate
cap nut

wire connector

screw
ground wire

1. Shut off power before installation.

2. Fix the mounting strap (A) to wall.

3. Connect the wires with wire connectors (BB) to the corresponding wires in wall.

4. Attach the light fixture (B) to the backplate (C) and fix with nuts.

5. Attach the backplate (C) to the mounting strap (A) and fix with cup nuts (AA).

6. Screw in light bulb (not included with light fixture) and turn on the power.
