Use and Maintenance

1.Keep the furniture vacant for half a month before use, and maintain good indoor venti-
lation to eliminate the residual odor in furniture surface coating.

2.Avoid the use of all chemicals, household cleaners and abrasives that may damage
finish
3.Excessive exposure to sunlight and extreme changes in temperature and moisture

can damage wood furniture.

4.Avoid placing hot appliances, such as curling irons and hot hair dryers directly on the
counter top. Avoid placing extremely heavy items on the countertop.

5.Teach children not to play close to the glass sharp angles of furniture avoid accidental
physical injury and damage to the furniture.

6.0pen the doors and drawers of the furniture with appropriate force, and it is strictly for-
bidden to open and close them violently, which will cause loose connections.

7.Screws may become loose during long-term use. If necessary, retighten them to
ensure stability and security.
